Appeals: No appeals although an update was given on the most recent appeals that were heard by Hoople, Miller and Woodruff

Budget & Finance:  Did not meet
            Programs: Nothing from the programs committee. 

Levy: Bill Wood talked about the medical van that will be traveling around King County. Jon Gilvar will be organizing medical van events and locations throughout King County.  The van and staff will provide basic medial screenings for blood pressure, diabetes and other basic needs. Staff will also will alls refer and help veterans connect with the VA hospital for additional care. 
Bill Wood discussed the housing proposal that have been received. With two exceptions all of the proposals focused on housing in the downtown Seattle area. This might violate the mandate of the levy. There is one in Federal Way which has some issues with location and security. The other is in Renton.  Bill will be meeting with Housing - Homelessness Committee in November 2008.

Joel discussed the PTSD proposal and the proposed conference. A regional conference would be a staged in collaboration with Federal, State and Local providers. The conference would likely draw attendees for the private sector as well. 
Publicity/Outreach: Joel is scheduled to be at the Enumclaw Senior Center on 11-10.   WDVA and VA are presenting at the Maple Valley Community Center the same day. 
Legislative:  Nothing to report. 
Monthly Reports

Financial- Heavy demand for financial aid has become a problem.  In August                       2008 KCVP readjusted allocation of program funds to stay within the 2008 budget.  Rick Woodruff suggested we be vigilance to make sure Veterans funds are not miss-spent.
Old Business

Joint County Board MTG-Joint work between the counties is a priority for the board. Joel stated that PCVACC is going to have an annual legislative day later this year (last year KCVP board members attended the PCVACC event) It was suggested that members of this board and other counties boards attend this years PCVACC event to observe. Estey will confirm date and time of PCVACC event. 
Auburn Building WDVA and KCVP staff are providing services at this location on Wednesday and Thursday of each week. Clients living in the South are asked to go to this facility for assistance. As services become known to the surrounding communities and veterans demand will increase.

CVC – One Day Regional Conferences one scheduled for December 10th at the Best Western/Cotton Tree Inn in Mt Vernon. Board members should attend. Cost to attend can be paid by KCVP.
Updated Bio’s - KCVP Veterans website is being updated. Board members need to add to their Bio’s and submit to Rita.
