1. Conti nui ng di scussion from January 30 RRC neeting on
where are paint ball facilities allowed? (Brenda
Wod/ Ken Di nsnor e)

Di scussi on:

After further review with the applicant, Ken D nsnore
reported that the paint ball facility has no nenbership and
woul d not be considered under SIC 7997 -- Menbership Sports
and Recreation C ubs.

Pete Ranels (Prosecuting Attorney’s Ofice) discussed the
appeal process when the Director nmakes the determnation to
all ow uses that are not enunerated in the code (K C C
21A.02.070). The group determ ned that a Conditional Use
Permit (CUP) is required for a use not enunerated in the
code and if the property owner disagrees with that deci sion,
there is technically no appeal to that decision. However if
the use is established without the required CUP, then the
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property owner is subject to the Notice and Order proceeding
of KC. C 23.12. The Notice and Order may then be appeal ed
pursuant to K C.C. 23.12.060. |If the use is established

t hrough a CUP, the decision on the CUP can be appeal ed
pursuant to K C. C 20.20.090.

Concl usi on:

The group agreed that a future code anendnent is needed to
clarify the permtted uses under SIC 7999 -- Anusenent and
recreation services (K C.C. 21A 08.040 A).

2. Conti nui ng di scussion from January 30 RRC neeting on

t he vesting point of codes in effect as of the date of a
pre-application neeting and to what degree DDES is bound by
“information” provided at a pre-app neeting.

Di scussi on:

Pete Ranels (Prosecuting Attorney’s Ofice) reiterated that
vesting does not occur until the departnent determ nes an
application is conplete. K C C 20.20.030 (Pre-application
conferences) does not bind us to any discussion that occurs
at the pre-application conference on the nerit of the
proposal ’s conpliance with adopted regul ations. Rather, the
intent of KC.C. 20.20.030 is to clarify what is needed for
a conpl ete application.

Concl usi on:

The group agreed that staff nust use discretion in

di scussing the nerit of the proposal at the pre-application
nmeeti ng because the discussion nay |ater be viewed by the
applicant as a binding agreenent, particularly if witten
m nutes are taken, which is the practice at Buil ding
Services Division pre-application neetings. It was further
agreed that in-house training is needed for staff
participating in pre-application conferences. It was
suggested that the departnent | ook at anmending K C C
20.20.030 A.2, “ Information presented at or required as a
result of the pre-application conference shall be valid for
a period of 180 days follow ng the pre-application
conference” ; to clarify that this is informati on presented
by the applicant, not DDES.

3. What roadway standards are required for apartnent and
t omnhouse building permts?

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It was agreed that this discussion will be delayed until a
representative from Roads can attend.
