The Committee determined that we currently have no authority to
require wildlife studies for short plats exenpt from SEPA.

Wl dlife study guidelines, as referenced by Conp Plan policy
NE- 606, exist for SEPA projects but not for actions exenpt from
SEPA. There are no devel opnent regulations that directly

i npl enent this policy, although Title 19 purpose statenent
cont ai ns vague references to inplenenting Conp Plan policies.
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Concl usi on:

The Conprehensive Plan does not require wildlife studies for
short plats exenpt from SEPA. This issue will be forwarded to
staff currently working on the Conp Pl an 2000 update. Janene
Collins, fromthe Prosecuting Attorney's Ofice, will research
to see applicable case | aw and advi se.
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
