Overthelast severalmonths, countystaff havemetwith community groupsandresidents
to startidentifying strategiesto restorethe connectionthroughthe White CenterPondand
NaturalAreato SW98thStreetandto addamenitieghatpromotewalkingandbiking. Some
ofthecommentsreceivedtodatehaveincludedaddinglighting,slowingtrafec,incorporating
artandlandscapng, creating destinabns and ensuringmprovementsre ectthediversity
of the canmunity. Above all, residents hae epressed the need to priorite safety.
