The King County Board for Developmental Disabilities is seeking residents of King County interested in serving on the board. The board is a 15-member citizen’s advisory board, which provides oversight of community services for residents of the County who have mental retardation, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, autism, or other neurological impairments, and their families. The board develops plans, makes recommendations on the use of available funds, and advocates for increases in state funding and improvements in services.
The primary criteria for membership is an interest in assisting individuals with developmental disabilities (DD) to access available services and integrate into and become full participants in their communities. These positions are non-paid. Appointees cannot be King County employees, staff, or board members of any agency with whom the King County Developmental Disabilities Division (KCDDD) contracts for services. Prospective candidates should be able to devote a minimum of 10 hours a month to board activities. Applicants must be able to attend monthly meetings of the full board, which are held on the first Wednesday of each month from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. at the Washington State Department of Social and Human Services, Division of Developmental Disabilities, Region II office located at 1700 East Cherry Street, Seattle. The County is interested in a balanced representation on the board, in terms of ethnicity, occupation, geographic location, and experience with DD issues. Currently, the board is seeking to increase cultural diversity and to achieve geographic representation.

· Applicants must be able to devote a minimum of 10 hours a month to board activities.

· Applicants must be able to attend monthly meetings of the full board, which are held on the first Wednesday of each month from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. at the Department of Social and Health Services, Division of Developmental Disabilities, Region 2 office located at 1700 East Cherry Street, Seattle. In addition, applicants must be able to serve on at least one committee. Committee meetings are scheduled at times and locations determined by members. 

Applicants who are recommended for appointment to the board will be required to complete a financial disclosure form.
