· Margi Siegel, Washington State Department of Social and Health Services, Division of Developmental Disabilities announced the State was undergoing major changes to their structure. They are reorganizing down to three regions: King County north to the border is Region 2, Pierce County down to the Oregon border is Region 1, and all of Eastern Washington will be Region 3. 
· Kim Kanzler announced the Snoqualmie Valley is the fastest growing area in King County.
· Donna Borgford-Parnell reported Public Health is experiencing significant layoffs resulting in changes in work assignments. Jan praised her and thanked her for her work as the Children with Special Health Care Needs Coordinator. Donna will remain in that capacity until June 1, 2011, with the future unknown at this time. 
· Connie Ashmun reported she is not sure what the future of the Early Head Start expansion grants is.
· Jane Dobrovolny reported the Northwest Center Child Development Center has opened in the Chinook building and they are accepting enrollment for children 6 weeks-kindergarten. They are developing an after school /summer program for teens with disabilities.
· Kari Tanta reported that Valley Medical is in active talks with the University of Washington (UW) Hospital to collaborate. Since the UW Hospital does not have a neonatal intensive care unit this will be extremely beneficial for both organizations.

PRESENTATION BY CHILD CARE RESOURCES

Deeann Puffert, CEO, Child Care Resources (CCR) provided background information about herself and CCR. Child Care Resources promotes school readiness, a stable community, and equity for children by building a quality child care system. Deeann presented on their Summary of 2009 CCR and Referral Data, program data, and the Department of Early Learning Regional Infant and Toddler Systems and Services Planning Process. The second phase of this plan, which was submitted in January, provides for an interdisciplinary model of supports to licensed childcare centers and homes.

She reported one of the cuts proposed in the budget is Working Connections Child Care, which will have a wait list although Children with Special Health Care Needs will be a priority group. She encouraged parents to contact their Information and Referral line to help think through how a parent might approach a child care center if they are having difficulty in finding a placement for a child with special needs. In addition, their staff can work with childcare centers to help them understand how to serve a child with special needs.
