Board Chair Joan Clement convened the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board meeting at 12:03 p.m.  The meeting was held at DSHS-DDD Lunchroom A, 1700 E. Cherry Street, Seattle.

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Joan Clement welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES - 
Review/approval of Board meeting minutes of August 14, 2008, September 29, 
2008, and October 9, 2008 was tabled due to lack of quorum.
III.
PRESENTATION – Encompass

Encompass was initially established to provide preschool services for children with special needs but has grown to offer noted programs in pediatric therapy, early childhood education (a nationally accredited preschool program), parenting education, family support (including assistance for grandparents and other relatives) and community activities from family nights to summer camp.  
The agency’s prevention grant funding provides parenting skills to families in Issaquah, Renton, Snoqualmie, and Lake Washington school district.  About 80% of their clients are Caucasian.  However, it was noted that Hispanic clients have tripled lately.

How many people are served with your prevention services?  We serve about 100 people monthly.

How many employees do you have?  We have 60 employees in total.

OLD BUSINESS

A. Legislative Forum Reminder
The Legislative Forum will be held today at 6:30pm at St. Mark Cathedral in Capitol Hill.    
B. MIDD Update
MIDD Strategies pertaining chemical dependency include the following:

· Non-Medicaid for substance abuse adult and youth outpatient and opiate substitution treatment. 
· Chemical Dependency Education and Workforce Development.  More than a dozen CDPTs have applied for funding for education.  Under Phase One, CDPT is reimbursed for tuition and books.  Phase Two will pay for clinical consultation, cultural competency/consultation, continuing education and other trainings.
· Intervention and Linkage for Older Adults

The following strategies will be put out for RFP:

· Employment services for individuals with mental illness and chemical dependency 

· School district based substance abuse services.  This will provide 18 FTEs for Prevention specialists. 
· Comprehensive chemical dependency outpatient services to parents in recovery

· Increase capacity for social and psychological assessments for juvenile justice youth

· Wraparound family, professional, and natural support services for emotionally disturbed youth.

· Emergency room substance abuse early intervention program.

Jim said that due to budget cuts, most counties are asking the legislators to remove the “supplanting” language from the one-tenth of one percent bill.  There is concern that MIDD funding could be applied to existing programs or could be applied to non mental health or chemical dependency program if there is a legislative waiver to the original language.  The Board discussed action to be taken to express concerns about the proposed language change in the bill.   After some discussion, the Board tabled any action until the state budget is released and more information is available around funding issues.  The Governor’s budget is scheduled to be out on December 18th.  
C. Contract Update

The 2009 CD contracts are pretty much in process now.  There are two changes in the contract under program specific requirements.  As discussed at last year’s All CD Providers Meeting, the 2009 contracts will include a requirement for agencies to ensure clients, who are assessed as nicotine dependent or at risk of nicotine dependency, are provided with education and treatment and must make it a part of the client’s treatment plan.  The contract also requires the agency to support the provision and promotion of tobacco dependence treatment for employees and to adopt a tobacco-free campus.  

D. Re-design Sobering Center Update
The sobering contract is in place with Pioneer Human Services (PHS) effective January 1, 2009.  The new provider conducted interviews with staff from the former provider, Recovery Centers of King County, and selected those who will stay.  PHS is a certified Drug and Alcohol provider, which is a contract requirement.    
E. Outreach RFP Update
King County Procurement received five applications for the Outreach RFP; only four qualified to bid for this service.  The result of the RFP will be released next week.  The outreach service has $240,000 funding.  
The Board discussed the Outreach RFP in light of the budget predictions and the likelihood of significant budget cuts.  The Board agreed that if there will be a significant reduction in the state budget, they would rather transfer the money for outreach service to maintain treatment since this is treatment money and can be utilized either way.
Jim Benbow made a motion, which was seconded by Ruvin Munden to hold off the release of the outreach contract until the state budget is known or released.  Due to lack of quorum, an electronic voting will be taken with the Board absentees. 
Update:  An electronic voting was conducted.  The motion to hold off the release of the outreach contract was unanimously approved.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Board Meeting Schedule in 2009
