In lieu of Board Chair Joan Clement, who was excused, Vice Chair Pat Godfrey convened the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board meeting at 11:35 a.m.  The meeting was held at The Chinook Building, 401 5th Avenue, Conference Room 124, Seattle.

I.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Pat Godfrey welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES - 

The Board lacks a quorum.  In order for absent members to vote electronically, Pat asked for a motion on the table for the approval of the amended April 2, 2009 meeting minutes and the May 7, 2009 minutes.  

Jim Benbow made a motion, seconded by Linda Brown to approve the amended April 2, 2009 and the May 7, 2009 Board meeting minutes.  

[Update: An email message was sent to absentee members to cast their electronic vote on the approval of the amended April 2, 2009 minutes and the May 7, 2009 minutes.  All responses were in the affirmative.]

III.
DASA UPDATE
 

The funding allocation for residential and tribal services for King County will soon be out.
The new DASA Director, David Dickenson, attended the “Saying It Out Loud” (SOL) conference.  SOL was attended by 250 people.  Mr. Dickenson applauded the collaborative efforts in making the SOL event this year another successful endeavor. 
Harvey made a brief comment about the merger of DASA and part of mental health.  He said that the merger is meant to gain efficiency.  The status of the regional offices is unsure at this point.  Jim stated his support for Region 4 Administrator to retain his office in Seattle rather than move to Olympia for accessibility.  The Board supports the move to send a letter to Doug Porter with a copy to David Dickenson, DASA Director, regarding the benefits of Region 4 Administrator keeping his current work location.
Harvey commended King County for its 96.5% compliance in the recently completed youth tobacco prevention Synar checks.  

Sharon Toquinto stated that the Tobacco Prevention Program did some additional onsite education with retailers to improve its local rate from the last Synar checks.  They also did a mailing to all licensed tobacco retailers in the county that included a cash register sticker of the birth years they must see on the driver’s license or ID in order to sell tobacco or alcohol to a person, and a reminder letter to retailers on the age limits on tobacco sales and the fines to both the clerk and retailer for non-compliance.
IV.
A/D  COORDINATOR’S REPORT
A.
Budget Update
It is a challenge to plan in the absence of budget information.   DASA has a $12.4 million reduction this biennium at $6.2 million each fiscal year.  The $6.2 million reduction will be split 50-50 with residential receiving $3.1 million reduction and counties and tribes taking the remaining $3.1 million.  DASA has not announced the final county and tribes allocations.  Reduction in state’s Grant-In-Aid (GIA) is estimated to be about $1 million.  Jim enumerated the services currently funded by GIA.  
Due to reductions in funding, the Division is implementing the following actions:

· Funding from State GIA to opiate outreach services will be discontinued.  Seattle-King County Public Health Department has been informed that MIDD will continue to fund opiate outreach service with one FTE opposed to two.

· RFP for outreach services previously awarded to Community Psychiatric Center will not be contracted.
· A Housing case management position at Detox will not be filled.

Changes in ADATSA stipend management will be implemented beginning this new biennium.  The county will continue to provide a stipend to support the recovery of ADATSA clients.  This is not required by the state but is highly recommended.  Beginning July 1, 2009, King County ADATSA stipends will be limited to two months.  Clients admitted to outpatient treatment through June will be eligible for three months stipend and those admitted July forward are eligible for two months.  An option being considered for utilization of ADATSA stipend is to purchase blocks of housing.  The Board supports the option to purchase blocks of housing versus stipend given directly to clients.  As of July 1, 2009, the ADATSA Stipend Advance to ADATSA contracted agencies will be eliminated.  The stipend advance is a one time savings and could be used for treatment.    

B.
Prevention Update
Jim informed the Board that the letter to DASA regarding changes in contracting prevention services was not sent due to most recent circumstances.  The County will receive a one year contract with DASA for Prevention services.  DASA will convene a group to develop changes to prevention on the second fiscal year of the biennium.  The current significant issue is administration funds cut from prevention funds at the county level.  The county currently gets 10% and DASA has eliminated administration funds for prevention in the next biennium.  Effective this biennium, Prevention program will cease to receive administration funds from prevention funds.  Jim said that he asked for an exemption for administration funding cut from DASA-Region 4, but it was immediately denied.  This action will cause loss of ability to provide current prevention service delivery related to MIDD prevention strategies.
C.
Liquor Control Board
The Liquor Control Board (LCB) is seeking a response to the proposed WAC changes on alcohol advertising.  Jim extended the invitation to Board members to attend a public hearing of LCB on this issue.  This is an opportunity to bring our concerns about youth’s use of alcohol due to alcohol advertising.  

The Board will submit a response and input to the proposed WAC changes on alcohol advertising. 

VI.
OLD BUSINESS
A.
MIDD Update

All efforts are centered on the budget with a projected $40 million or less sales tax income this year.  The opening up of 50% supplantation has impacted the MIDD implementation plan.  We have to scale back the implementation of the plan.  It is unlikely that 50% will be used for supplantation in King County but this is up to the Executive and King County Council.   
Linda serves as co-chair of the Prioritization Sub-committee.  The sub-committee has suggested tools to use to rank 37 MIDD strategies but these are still pretty fluid at this point.  
B. Volunteer for Recovery Advisory Council

Rhoda informed the Board that Sherre Piantanida has been appointed by the King County Executive on the Board.  The final step is County Council confirmation.

In view of this new development, Rhoda will submit Sherre Piantanida’s name to Terry Crane as Board representative to the Recovery Advisory Council.

Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee

The Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee held a teleconference last May 28, 2009.  Only KCASAAB was represented at this meeting; no KCMHAB representation.  The teleconference focused on the October 8, 2009 Exemplary Service Awards and the Legislative Forum on December 11, 2009, which will both be held at St. Mark’s Cathedral in Capitol Hill.

A.   Request Meeting with new DASA Director
Jim Vollendroff will arrange a meeting between the Board members and the new DASA Director, David Dickenson to discuss concerns about the reduction of prevention administration funds and the closure of regional offices.  If the meeting will be held in Olympia, a carpool will be provided for Board members who will attend.  
B.
Board Membership
Robin Reed resigned from the Board due to one-year work assignment in Oregon effective immediately.  To fill the vacancies, recruitment letter will be sent to the County Council’s legislative aides to assist in our recruitment efforts.  Jim is meeting with the new CEO of SAMA and will discuss with her about Michelle Nitz-Weiss’ replacement on the Board.
C.    Agency Concerns
Everyone is anxiously awaiting the release of funding allocations from DASA.
Al Sweeten reported that due to funding reductions, his agency is cutting on support staff.
