	NOTE:
	An application to the Review Board may be made only if it is submitted within 60 days of the rejection date of a decision or final order by the District Health Center.  Any submittal after the 60-day deadline will be returned to applicant as unaccepted.  (See King County Board of Health Title 12, Chapter 12.36.020.B.2).


In order for the King County Board of Water Review to make a timely and appropriate decision in the ruling which you are appealing, the following documents are the minimum which should be submitted.  (Submit all exhibits in quadruplicate).

1. An explanation of why application of King County Board of Health regulations will cause undue and unnecessary hardship.

2. An explanation of why waiver of a portion of these regulation will not jeopardize public health and safety and welfare or interfere with or prejudice the rights of others in the comfortable enjoyment of their life or property.

3. Designation from which section of King County Board of Health Title 12 you are requesting a waiver.

4. A copy of the decision or final order made by the District Health Officer pertaining to an existing or proposed water system in which the application has been aggrieved.

5. Any additional evidence you or your designer may wish to submit to show why the requested waiver of the regulations will not result in an inadequate system.  This may consist of geologist's reports, manufacturer's literature, engineer's reports, photographs, or anything else which has a bearing on the application and will provide information to the Board.

6. $1,274.00 application fee.

7. Notify all owners of property within 300 feet of your water system (potential/existing), any water system user (for existing systems) or property owner, which will use water from this water system (for proposed system) of the nature of your appeal.  (See instructions on attached form).

8. Provide all well logs for your well and any wells within ¼ mile of the well source for the water system under appeal.  (This does not apply to those water systems using a spring source or for a waiver request involving sections of the code other than your water source location, minimum setbacks to potential sources of contamination or the water quality of your water supply).

2. Will your neighbors or the owners of nearby property, or subsequent owners of your property or users of the water system be harmed in any way by the waiver you have requested?  Give reasons for your answer.  (You may attach additional page(s) as needed to answer this).

3. Notify property owners within 300 feet of your water system or proposed water system, any water system user (for existing systems) or property owner(s) which will use water from this water system (for proposed water system) of the nature of your appeal.  (Instructions are on the attached form).

4. Attach exhibits to support your appeal.  Clearly show the reasons cited by the District Service Center for disapproval.  If necessary to establish reasons, you should also attach supporting data.  This may consist of geologist's reports, manufacturer's literature, engineer's reports, photographs or other pertinent data.

5. Provide all well logs for your well and any wells with ¼ mile of the well source for the water system under appeal.  (This does not apply to those water systems using a spring source or for a waiver request involving sections of the code other than your water source location, minimum setbacks to potential sources of contamination or the water quality of your water supply).

6. If the water source is existing, provide copies of all past and current bacterial/chemical test results.

Each owner must be sent a copy of the official Review Board letter (“Dear Property Owner”), and a copy of your application for appeal.  If the legal description of your property or the answers to items 1 or 2 extend onto other pages, you must include those pages, but you need not send copies of exhibits, maps, charts, studies, photographs, etc.

Your must send notification to all neighboring property owners within two weeks of the date the complete application is filed.   When you deposit the notices in the mail, you should mail a copy of this form, completed with names, tax account numbers, address and dates, to the Review Board at the above address.

No hearing will be scheduled until this completed form is received. 

Failure to notify a property owner could invalidate your appeal, or subject you to a lawsuit for failure to notify.  Therefore, you should consider sending notification by certified mail, return receipt requested.
