Year 2008 King County Human Services Reduced Fare Bus Ticket Program
We are pleased to announce that the application period for the 2008 King County Human Services Reduced Fare Bus Ticket Program is now open.   The program provides bus tickets to agencies at a reduced cost.  The cost of the tickets to eligible agencies is 20% of the usual cost, with the King County Metro Transit Division subsidizing the other 80%.
This year about $828,000 is available to agencies serving clients in King County outside the City of Seattle.  The City of Seattle has a similar program and amount of funding for agencies operating within the City.  You may complete the enclosed application for tickets distributed through the King County process if your agency meets the following criteria:

1. Agency is located in King County, outside the Seattle city limits;

2. Agency serves a majority of clients whose residence is in King County, outside the city of Seattle; and 
3. Agency uses the tickets only for clients who meet the definition of “homeless” and/or “low income” as defined in the application.  
(There is some flexibility in where an agency is located but it must serve a majority of clients who live outside of the City of Seattle.)

King County’s Human Service Goals will be used in evaluating applications.  These goals are:  
1. Provide effective prevention and intervention strategies for those most at-risk and most in need to prevent or reduce more acute illness, high-risk behaviors, incarceration and other emergency medical or crisis responses; 

2. Provide job readiness, education and employment services to help vulnerable youth and adults increase independence and self-sufficiency and lead more meaningful and productive lives;
3. Develop and implement stronger prevention measures to avoid or prevent homelessness, and create or preserve supportive housing for those who are homeless or at risk of homelessness to achieve the goal of ending homelessness;
4. Continue to develop and provide services that reduce the growth of emergency medical and criminal justice system involvement and costs; and 
5. Assure quality public defense services
Please submit your application no later than December 21, 2007.  Applications submitted after that time will only be considered after applications that were submitted on time have been considered.  All requested information must be provided.  Award decisions will be made and notification letters will be mailed in January 2008.  The Metro Customer Service instructions on where and how to purchase tickets will be enclosed with that notification letter.
