Special Presentation

Kevin Bernadt gave an excellent 15-minute orientation to the Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board and the Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board on “working with sign language interpreters.”

Basic Business
The joint board meeting recessed to allow each board to convene a separate business meeting. The Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board met separately from the Veterans Levy Citizen Oversight Board to address several organizational issues:

Elections of Officers:  After introducing themselves and sharing their views of the board’s main roles, it was proposed and agreed by consensus that Joe Ingram would chair the board and Dorry Elias Garcia would be the vice-chair.

Survey of Members’ Interests:  The members expressed their primary areas of interest in keeping with the overarching investment areas identified in the Levy Service Improvement Plan.

Strategy #3 - Increasing Access to Behavioral Health Services:  Kathleen Hadaller, Dave Baum, Dorry Elias Garcia and Joe Ingram.
Strategy #4 - Strengthening Families at Risk:  Edith Nelson and Dorry Elias-Garcia.

Strategy #5 - Increasing the Effectiveness of Resource Management and Evaluation:  Dorry Elias-Garcia, Kevin Bernadt and Joe Ingram.

Interview panel for the levy board support staffing position:  Dorry Elias-Garcia, Kevin Bernadt and Joe Ingram.
Board Operating Procedures.  Board members reviewed the proposed operating procedures and proposed several changes.  
Meeting Schedule.  Board members decided to schedule monthly meetings on the 3rd Wednesday from 2 to 4, except that on a quarterly basis (e.g., every third month) they will meet jointly with the Veterans Levy Board on the 3rd Thursday from 3 to 5.  They decided to meet in central Seattle, at a location with parking and teleconferencing/TTY capability, preferably at the Safeco Facility or Catholic Community Services.

The two boards rejoined in joint session to hear a presentation on the procurement plan for housing capital dollars by Cheryl Markham, Acting Program Manager for DCHS Housing and Community Development and Karen Brawley, DCHS Housing Finance staff.  The presenters answered individual questions from board members.  No formal recommendations were put forth by the boards.
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
