Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Co-Chair Joe Ingram at 2:00 p.m.  Everyone was welcomed and asked to introduce themselves.

Review of Meeting Summary
The draft July and August meeting summaries were reviewed.  Kathy Brasch raised the issue of Ann Adams’ resignation, and asked that all resignations be included in the meeting summaries.
ACTION:  The July and August meeting summaries were approved.
Update on #2.6, 4.4, 4.5, Parents exiting criminal justice system
Carole Antoncich from the Community Services Division, Homeless Housing Program, updated the board on the status of the three activities involving Parents Exiting the Criminal Justice System. The three activities are:
· 2.6: Contribute to permanent housing placement supports for single parents with young children who have criminal justice system histories who are exiting transitional housing
· 4.4: Provide service enhancements for single parents exiting the criminal justice system living in transitional housing
· 4.6: Invest in education and employment programs for single parents exiting the criminal justice system
These three activities were combined and the Request for Proposals (RFP) to select providers was released in the first quarter of 2008.  Out of five proposals received, the two organizations selected to receive funding were YWCA and First Place.  The intended eventual site for the YWCA housing is the old Cedar Hills treatment center, but no decision on the opening date of this facility has been made.  In the meantime, the YWCA currently operates scattered, functional transitional and permanent housing sites that can be utilized for this project.  A contract has been negotiated with First Place that provides services for homeless children in Central Seattle.  Services at First Place began on September 1, 2008.  
A specific amount of funding was designated to each procurement plan, but the proposals did not come through as funds had been allocated.  Some funds were left over for all three procurement plans, but not enough to fund a full program or to fund the third rated project because it scored too low.  There has been some discussion about using the remaining funds for the Transitional Housing and the Permanent Housing Services plans and conducting a joint RFP in the spring along with two other funding sources that provide similar services. 
Q: Are you optimistic that you will get people who want to ask for the right amount of money you have available in those areas?

A: Yes, they will not be asking to fund the full program, just a piece of the program.

Q: Is the geographic emphasis going to be in the City of Seattle?

A: First Place is housed in Seattle and it would be within walking distance.  The YWCA is South King County and Seattle.

Update on Mobile Medical Unit
John Gilvar, the Mobile Medical Project Coordinator with Public Health- Seattle King County (PHSKC) provided a PowerPoint presentation on the Mobile Medical Project, which is funded under Activity 2.1(b).  John discussed his experience working with the Healthcare for the Homeless Network in Austin, Texas.  He indicated that there are many similarities between the issues faced by homeless individuals in King County and issues faced by those in Austin.  He said there are vast differences between the two places in terms of resources available.
The Mobile Medical Unit will complement the Sound Mental Health PATH outreach program.  The Mobile Medical Unit will include physicians and support staff who will promote client engagement with primary care, mental health and chemical dependency treatment, housing, and other services.  
PHSKC has finalized its contract with the Metropolitan Development Council (MDC) for use of their mobile medical van.  With that completed, Mr. Gilvar has been busy gathering community stakeholder input.  He has conducted three focus groups with 45 homeless adults in Auburn, Federal Way, and Kent.  Those participating in focus groups recommended that the medical van be present when other services, such as free noon and evening meals, are being provided at local churches or other agencies.  Other stakeholder input has come from the South King County Forum on Homelessness and staff in the cities of Auburn, Black Diamond, Burien, Des Moines, Enumclaw, Federal Way, Kent, Renton, SeaTac, and Tukwila.  He has also met with South King County hospitals, churches, health centers, public health clinics, mental health agencies, shelters, social service agencies, Washington Department of Social and Human Services offices, and the King County Veterans’ Program.  He is also planning a meeting with the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs Puget Sound Health Care network.  

Services available at the van will include:

· Medical triage and non-emergent care

· Assessment of chronic conditions

· Screening for communicable diseases 

· Assistance in navigating the way to other services through “warm hand” (personalized) referrals

Next steps include continuing care coordination meetings with Sound Mental Health and HealthPoint Community Health Clinics.  Trial runs of the van will start in November and after discussions with stakeholders, the schedule for the mobile medical van will be finalized and advertised.

· Due to County budget issues the Law, Justice and Human Service Subcommittee has canceled several meetings.  The levy presentation on 2nd quarter 2008 activities will probably not take place until December. 
· An RFP for Activity 2.8, Linking Education & Employment to Supportive Housing, is being conducted to disburse veteran’s money left over from a previous RFP for this strategy.

· Levy staff is in the process of developing a PowerPoint presentation for the Speakers’ Bureau.  Bill Block with the Committee to End Homelessness has agreed to assist by training board members who are interested in participating in the Speakers’ Bureau.

· The Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board (VCLOB) has decided to schedule their meetings every other month starting in December.  November will be their last meeting for the year and they won’t meet again until January.  It was suggested that the RHSLOB may want to consider a similar schedule.

ACTION: The RHSLOB unanimously decided to meet every other month, meeting in the same month as the VCLOB.  There will be no November or December meeting of the RHSLOB unless some business comes up requiring board action.
