Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 2:00 p.m.

Review of Meeting Summary
The draft April meeting summary was reviewed and no revisions were identified.
ACTION: The April meeting summary was approved.
Update on Mobile Medical Unit: 2.1(b-2)

Janna Wilson provided an overview of the procurement plan for outreach and engagement to homeless individuals in King County.  Because no organizations responded to the Request for Proposals (RFP), staff discussed the possibility of PHSKC providing this service directly with the recently repaired Tacoma van.  PHSKC has identified an individual who might be able to manage the mobile medical unit.  If the Tacoma unit is in good shape, PHSKC is ready to create a budget and hire this staff person to manage the project and start providing services as soon as possible.
This staff person will be responsible for determining the clinical staffing model and at first, Dr. Fotinos (PHSKC Chief Medical Officer) might serve as the medical staff for the unit.  It will be necessary to have either a physician or a nurse practitioner staff the van.

Staff will provide more information soon and will keep the boards updated.

Finalize Procurement Plan: 2.1(a-2)

Janna Wilson provided an overview of Procurement Plan #2.1(a-2), which will provide re-programming and strengthen the way the service system operates.  Janna also reviewed some of the public comments received on this plan.  The City of Seattle requested that data from this project be incorporated into Safe Harbors, and also requested that this project provide additional coordination for housing services.  The City of Shoreline hoped services might expand to the Aurora corridor, and staff members are meeting with these stakeholders to explore this possibility.

ACTION: Board approved Procurement Plan #2.1(a-2)
Committee Reports

Strategy One:  Robert Stephens, Jr. and King County staff visited the Conquest Sobriety and Restoration House and received an overview of their programs and services as well as ideas about the needs of the clients there.  Leon Wilson, the Director, expressed an interest in learning about other resources that the organization might be able to access.  Staff members are currently working with Conquest House to follow up on this meeting and consider other possibilities for collaboration.
Staff members from Washington State Department of Veterans Affairs (WDVA) will attend an upcoming VCLOB meeting to discuss plans for new WDVA programs and associated budget planning.
Strategy Two:  This month, the committee discussed procurement plan #2.1(a-2), reviewed the public comments, provided suggestions, and requested changes to be made.  These changes have been incorporated and the committee recommended that the full board approve this procurement plan.

Strategy Five:  This committee hosted Jon Hoskins, who presented ideas for the Strategy #5 workplan.  Because most of the evaluation work is just now beginning, the evaluation team will first focus on obtaining baseline data for most of the program areas.  Jon also discussed future evaluation plans and reports, which will focus on separate program areas and include a process evaluation.  Board members are also interested in reevaluating the percentage of homeless individuals who are veterans, to ensure that appropriate funds are allocated to Strategy Two.  Staff distributed evaluation matrices for all program areas and potential ideas for future service improvements.
Chair’s Report:  Bill Wood provided an update on his condition and is happy to be back.  Doug reported on a meeting with Councilmember Lambert regarding the situation of King County patrol officers returning from combat zones.  At this meeting, Joel Estey provided information about services available at the King County Veterans’ Program (KCVP) that might be able to help King County employees who are dealing with these issues.
