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2.0 PURPOSE:

To establish policies and procedures for implementing K.C.C. 10.16 and Ordinance No. 9240,

the King County Recycled Product Procurement Policy.

3.0 ORGANIZATIONS AFFECTED: Applicable to all King County departments, offices and

agencies.

4.0 REFERENCES: K.C.C. Chapter 10.16 and Ordinance No. 9240.

5.0 DEFINITIONS:

5.1  "Contractor" means any person, group of persons, consultant, designing architect,
association, partnership, corporation, or other business entity that has a contract with
King County (including suppliers) or serves in a subcontracting capacity with an entity
having a contract with King County for the provision of goods or services.

5.2 "Designated products" means recycled and environmentally preferable products and
materials designated by the Purchasing Agency and the Solid Waste Division pursuant

to this policy.
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
