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APPLICATION PROCESS

To be eligible for inclusion on the King County Small Works Roster, you must provide all of the information requested on the application and you must have a current contractors license registered with the State of Washington.

Public works projects estimated to cost as much as $200,000 may be awarded using the Small Works Roster process. These projects are not advertised in the newspaper. Instead where possible, a minimum of five contractors on the Roster are invited to bid for each project. These bidders are then rotated, so that all bidders in a trade category are invited to bid before any bidder receives a second invitation to bid.

Bid bonds are not required and the bidding period is short, however there are some public works laws that apply to these projects. A performance and payment bond is required for any project estimated to cost more than $25,000 and an insurance certificate must be filed before any work can begin.

Trade specialties will be assigned based on the contractor's description of experience and availability. Contractors are encouraged to apply only for those trade specialties that they are able and willing to perform, since contractors will be expected to bid when solicited. Repeated non-response to roster solicitations is grounds for removal from the Roster.
