Checklist for fireworks vendors
The following information must be submitted for a complete fireworks stand/tent application.  Information must be received at least 30 days before the date the approved stand opens.

Application with stand diagram on reverse side/page 2 showing:
· Distance stand is located from all buildings in the area (minimum is 50 ft).

· Distance stand is located from all streets, drives, road access, alleys, etc (minimum is 25 ft).
· Distance stand is located from any gasoline dispensing, pump, vent, or flammable liquid/gas storage (minimum is 100 ft).

· Distance stand is located from hazardous accumulations of dry grass, brush or other debris (minimum is 25 ft).

· Location of fireworks storage when stand is not open.
· Washington State Labor and Industries shall approve all electrical wiring for the stand.
