(Right) Opened in the summer of 2009,
Roseballen in Vashon provides home-
ownership for households at 80% of
median income or below. This devel-
opment provides 19 two and three
bedroom single family homes for new
homeowners. It was built with the help
of a community land trust.

Before:

In 2008, the King County Consortium provided funding for housing
strategies serving very low, low, and moderate-income households
(households at or below 30 percent, 50 percent, and 80 percent of the
area median income). Strategies included expanding and preserving
the supply of rental and owner housing affordable to these income
levels; providing first-time homebuyer opportunities for households at
these incomes levels; and affirmatively furthering fair housing.

2008 Accomplishments:

- 443 units of new affordable rental housing were fun ded. Of these,
271 were targeted to persons with special needs, including people
with disabilities, homeless households and households at risk of
homelessness; 391 of those units were designated for households
with very low-incomes at or below 30 percent of area median income.

175 existing rental units were preserved or rehabil itated for low-
income households.

- 8 renters with disabilities were assisted with acce ssibility
modifications and life safety equipment for their existing rental
housing.

- 50 first-time homebuyers were assisted through programs funded
by the HCD Program in 2008, including Habitat for Humanity of East
King County and the King County House Key Program administered
by the Washington State Housing Finance Commission.

- 603 homes owned by very low to moderate income hous  eholds
were repaired or improved including weatherization improvements,
increasing the health and safety of the existing owner housing stock in
King County: 144 major home repair projects  throughout the
Consortium were completed by King County’s Housing Repair
Program in 2008 and 459 minor home repair projects  were
completed.

- 75 new units of affordable ownership housing will be created at
Redmond Ridge East due to HCD’s implementation of Master
Planned Development regulations, in coordination with A Regional
Coalition for Housing (ARCH).
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In 2008, the King County Consortium continued to work with the regional Committee to End Homelessness to align and
coordinate our program with the goals and objectives of the Ten-Year Plan to End Homelessness in King County.
Strategies include homeless prevention, temporary housing and services, and permanent supportive housing for persons
who need services to be successful in maintaining permanent housing.

2008 Accomplishments

631 households received homelessness prevention ser  vices through the King County Housing Stability program to
stabilize them in their permanent housing, and 95 percent of the households that could be reached and interviewed were
still housed six months later; 381 additional households received homeless prevent  ion services through other
community-based projects that were awarded funds. Altogether, homeless prevention activities served twice as many
households as were served in 2007.

98,312 unit nights of emergency shelter  kept homeless households temporarily safe and sheltered from the elements.
169,416 unit nights of transitional housing were provided, increasing the housing stability of homeless households.

520 permanent supportive housing units ~ were provided for homeless households with a history of mental illness,
substance abuse and/or AIDS through the Shelter Plus Care program.

260 existing units of housing were made availablet o homeless households through the award of local funds for
operating and rental subsidies, and supportive services.

In 2008, the King County Consortium provided CDBG public services funding for
vital human services, and CDBG capital funding for community facilities providing
services and community development activities, as well as for public infrastructure
improvement projects that benefit very low to moderate-income households and
communities.

2008 Accomplishments:

8 community facility projects, such as community ce nters and parks, were
completed or underway for acquisition, construction, expansion, repair and/or
improvement; 1 facility was completed, 3 facility projects we  re
substantially completed and 4 funded facility projects were underway  and
in various stages of construction.

66,624 persons received essential human services  including senior services,
child care services, emergency food, clothing and financial assistance, health
care, youth services and domestic violence victim services.
