Did you know…
· In 2009, the average commuter in the Seattle area spent 44 hours stuck in traffic resulting in nearly 69 million gallons of excess fuel consumed.*

· In 2009, Washington’s Commute Trip Reduction (CTR) law helped to reduce 28,000 vehicle trips from Puget Sound roadways each morning
· Employees at workplaces covered under CTR Law reduced emissions of pollutants by 4,029 tons in 2007. These changes in commute behavior also reduced emissions of the main greenhouse gas, carbon dioxide, by 27,490 tons between 2007 and 2009. **
· Seattle is the 7th most expensive city in the nation for transportation expenses. The average Seattle resident spends $9,372 yearly on transportation. This equates to 20% of a resident's income.

· The American Automobile Association in 2010 estimated annual costs for driving a single-occupant mid-sized vehicle range from $7,285 to $9,519, depending on mileage driven.
