Section IV - Countywide Program Information

Within King County there are 40 jurisdictions, multiple transit agencies and special districts (e.g. Port of Seattle) that have identified needs for preservation, maintenance and other improvements to the transportation system within King County.  To meet these diverse needs, the 2009 Countywide program has been divided into the following five programs.  These programs are:

· Smaller Jurisdiction Program

· Larger Jurisdiction Program

· All Others Project Program

· Non-Motorized Program

· Rural Area Program
These programs are described below and the funding levels have been set to the amounts shown in the following table.

Smaller Jurisdiction Program:
Purpose of program to provide funding for preservation, maintenance, safety and other improvements identified by local jurisdictions with a population with less than 15,000.  

· A subcommittee consisting of interested jurisdictions and agencies from within King County will review and recommend to the KCPEC for its consideration a list of prioritized projects.

· Eligible jurisdictions: Algona, Beaux Arts, Black Diamond, Clyde Hill, Duvall, Enumclaw, Hunts Point, Lake Forest Park, Medina, Milton, Newcastle, Normandy Park, Pacific, Woodinville, Yarrow Point

· There is no limit on the number of proposals that a single jurisdiction can submit, but jurisdictions are advised not to request more funding than is available in the program.

Larger Jurisdiction Program:
Purpose of program to provide funding for preservation, maintenance, safety and other priority projects identified by local jurisdictions with a population of 15,000 or higher.

· A subcommittee consisting of interested jurisdictions and agencies from within King County will review and recommend to the KCPEC for its consideration a list of prioritized projects.

· Eligible jurisdictions: Auburn, Bellevue, Bothell, Burien, Covington, Des Moines, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kenmore, Kent, King County, Kirkland, Maple Valley, Mercer Island, Redmond, Renton, Sammamish, SeaTac, Seattle, Shoreline, Tukwila

· There is no limit on the number of proposals that a single agency can submit, but jurisdictions are requested to be reasonable in their submittals given the amount of funding available and timing of funding availability.

· Project presentations for this program have been scheduled for June 1st, an additional meeting will be added if needed.  Project presentations will be limited to 5 minutes, with 5 minutes to answer questions.  A presentation schedule will be established after May 15th and project sponsors will receive additional information regarding presentations by e-mail as soon as possible after May 15th. 
All Others Program

The purpose of this program is to provide funding to projects proposed by transit agencies, special districts (Port of Seattle), Indian nations, and other non-local jurisdiction agencies that reside within King County.  

· A subcommittee consisting of interested jurisdictions and agencies from within King County will review and recommend to the KCPEC for its consideration a list of prioritized projects.

· Eligible agencies: transit agencies, special districts, tribal nation, local agencies eligible to apply to the “Small” or “Large” Jurisdiction programs cannot apply.

· Project presentations for this program have been scheduled for May 27th.  Project presentations will be limited to 5 minutes, with 5 minutes to answer questions.  A presentation schedule will be established after May 15th and project sponsors will receive additional information regarding presentations by e-mail as soon as possible after May 15th.

Non-Motorized Program  

The purpose of this program is to provide funding for priority non-motorized projects within King County.

· Funding level for this program is set as King County’s population share of the 10% of funding taken off the top of the total available STP and CMAQ programs setaside for funding non-motorized projects, approximately $5.4 million in the 2009 programming cycle.
· A subcommittee consisting of interested jurisdictions and agencies from within King County will review and recommend to the KCPEC for its consideration a list of prioritized projects.

· Eligible agencies: cities, county, transit agencies, special districts, and tribal nation. etc..

Rural Area Program
The purpose of this program is to provide funding to projects proposed by located outside the federal aid urbanized area.   

· A subcommittee of interested jurisdictions that reside partially or totally outside of the federal aid urbanized boundary will review and recommendation a prioritized list of projects for the full KCPEC’s consideration.

· Eligible agencies: Local jurisdictions that partially or whole reside outside the federal aid urbanized area boundary.
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
