e Adrill rig will be used to drill a small hole, approximately 8-inches in diameter at the
sampling location
e Each sampling location will be restored after work is complete

follow direction from flaggers.

We plan to conduct additional field work this fall, including utility investigations and
groundwater tests. We'll update the project website, send text and email updates, and
distribute fliers to near neighbors in advance of all fieldwork activities.
