
KING COUNTY SITE DEVELOPMENT PROCESS FLOW CHART 
FOR PROJECTS SERVED BY ON-SITE SEWAGE SYSTEMS (OSS) 

1.  Designer evaluates site and prepares site design application. 

2.  Site design application submitted to the district health office. 
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3.  Site application approved by the Health 
department field reviewer  NOTE: If site is to 
be served by public water supply, the water 
supply must be approved prior to site 
application approval. 

9. Designer conducts an as-built inspection
(including pressure test if applicable, etc.) 

4.  Property owner applies for a building 
permit.  (SEE FOOTNOTE #1) 

10.  Designer notifies district health office 
that system is ready for the Department's 
inspection. 

5. Designer conducts a pre-installation (AKA 
stub-out) inspection and transmits report to 
the Installer and the Health Department. 
NOTE: If a private water supply has been 
designated to serve the property, it must be 
constructed and tested for water quality prior 
to step #5. 

11.  Health Department inspects the septic 
system.  If installation complies with design, 
the Health Department approves the 
installation permit (“ok to cover”). 

6. Master Installer applies for septic system 
installation permit 

7.  Health Department issues installation 
permit. 

8.  Installer installs system (except for backfill 
and cover) and notifies Designer. 

12.  Installer backfills system, applies final 
cover, and notifies the Designer in writing. 

13.  Designer conducts a final cover 
inspection.

14.  Designer submits as-built plan to district 
health office.

15.  EHS reviews as-built plan.  The plan is 
approved if found in compliance. 

16.  Final occupancy for the building is 
reviewed by the building official.  (NO 
OCCUPANCY OF BUILDING ALLOWED 
PRIOR TO COMPLETION OF STEP #16)

Disapproved (Design does not comply with 
sewage code. 

Appeal Option  
 
(i.e. Request a formal waiver via the 
Sewage Review Committee process and/or 
Water Review Board process)

Effective April 19, 1999  
 
For new building construction 
projects, an issued building permit 
must be secured prior to the 
expiration date of the approved Site 
Design Application.
