Surveys show that young people would like to talk more about these issues with a 
parent or other trusted adult, and research shows that these conversations play a very important 
role in helping teens prevent pregnancy, STDs and HIV. The FLASH program includes Family 
Homework to make these discussions easier and more frequent.
