
AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BEÏWEEN
KING COUNTY AND THE CITY OF SEATAC FOR

PROVISION OF ROADS' SERVICES

Thìs agreement is made and entered into th'is day by and between the City of
SeaTac, herei nafter cal I ed "Ci ty, " and Ki ng County, herei nafter cal I ed "County. "

WHEREAS, residents of the unincorporated K'ing County area known as SeaTac
have voted to become an incorporated city, and

ltlHEREAS, the City desires to provìde quality road maintenance and traffìc
control services for its resjdents from the date of incorporation, and

WHEREAS, the City will not have the organization and personnel to provìde
such services for some period of t'ime after ìncorporat'ion, and

WHEREAS, the County is able to provide such roads and traffic serv'ices for
the City, and

tJHEREAS, ì t i s i n the publ'ic 'interest that the juri sdict'ions cooperate to
provide effect'ive and cost efficient transportation serv'ices, and

I^JHEREAS, pursuant to RCW 39.34, the Interlocal Cooperation Act, the parties
are each authorjzed to enter into an agreement for cooperative action;

NOW THEREFORE, the County and Cìty hereby agree:

1. Base Level Services. The Coun ty wjll provide roadway and traffic majnte-
nance serv'ices, as 'identified in Exh'ibit I and 2, wìthin the C'ity l'im'its,
rendering such servjces at the same level, degree and type as js customariìy
provìded by the County in unincorporated King County, as generally described jn
the g oal s i dent'if i ed i n the K'inq County Manual for Roads Mai ntenance Man aqement,
Chapters 3 and 6.

2. Djscretionary Services. At the request of the City, the County wil I

vìde discretionary services l'isted in Exhibit 3. Exh'ibit 3 may
time to t'ime by a mutual written agreement of the County Road En
C'ity Manager. The amendment shalì be appended to thìs agreement
requests f or d'i scret'ionary servi ces wi I I be converted to work or
appropriate County ìiaison. Such work orders will be rev'iewed b
l'iaìson with the Cìty ljaison prior to schedulìng the work.

3. County and City Coordinat'ion. The County wiìl ìdentify spec'ifjc l'iaisons
for both roadway and traffic maintenance services to handle day-to-day
operational problems rel ated to bas'ic and discretìonary services. The City w'i I ì
ident'ify a Iiaison for the salne purposes. Emergency work to protect public
safety and/or property wiìì be handled as the County ììa'ison deems necessary.
Emergency work may'include, but is not limited to, snow and ice control, sììde
removal , f lood damage to roads and road rights-of-way. The City 'lia'ison will be
informed within twelve hours of the occurrence.

Ci tì zen ì nqui ri es shal I be handl ed pursuant to the admj ni strat'i veìy adopted
King County Citìzen Act'ion Request process (see Exhibit 4 for request form).

4. Personnel and Equipment.

A. The County ìs act'ing hereunder as an independent contractor so that:

1. Control of personnel standards of performance, discipìine and all
other aspects of performance shall be governed ent'irely by the County;

2. Except as described ìn 4C belovr, all persons rendering service
hereunder shall be for all purposes employees of the County;

B. The County shall furnish all personnel and such resources and materìals
deemed by the County as necessary to provide the Ievel of roaduay and
traff i c servi ces here'in descri bed.

C. In the event the County uses contract services to perform one or more
of the basic or djscretìonary services for the C'ity, the appropriate
supervisjon and inspection of the contractor's work will be performed by the
County.

5. Compensation.

Costs. In consjderatìon for both base and d'iscretionary services pro-A

B. Biì1ìng. The cost of services wilì be billed monthly. The monthìy
bil'l wjll reflect actual costs pìus the annual adminìstratjve overhead rate,
wh'ich'is 28 percent jn 1990. Payments are due within 30 days of invoìcìng
by the County.

C. Extraordinary Costs. The City shalì be responsible for any
extraordìnary costs resulting from the C'ity's decis'ion to modìfy servjces.

6. Cì ty Responsi bì I i tì es. I n support of the County prov'iding the services
descrjbed 'in Sections 1 and 2 above, the City shalì:

A. Confer hereby the authority on the County to perform the roads and
traffic maintenance services within the Cìty ljmits for the purposes of
carrying out this agreement.
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notice by April 1 of its intent to terminate the agreement effectìve January 1

of the next calendar year. Both parties agree to commence by June 30, 1990 work
on a transition plan to provide for an orderly transition of selected respons'i-

B. The C'ity agrees that when the County provides eng'ineering and
administrat'ive servjces for the City, the County Road Engineer may exercjse
all the powers and perform all the dutjes vested by ìaw or by resolution in
the City Engineer or other officer or department charged with street
admi ni strati on.

C. The Cìty wiì'l adopt by reference all of the County codes necessary to
provide authority for the County to perform the services of this contract,
for exampìe, road standards, speed lìm'its, and park'ing regulations.

7, Duratjon. Th'is Agreement is effective on February 28, 1990, provì ded the

8. Indemnification:

A In execut'ing this agreement, the County does not assume Iiabìfity or
respons'ibi'lity for or in any way release the City from any liab'ility or
responsibiìity wh'ich arises'in whole or in part from the existence,
val idity or effect of cìty ord'inances, rules or regulations. In any such
cause, c1aim, suìt, act'ion or administrative proceeding ìs commenced, the
C'ity shal I defend the same at its soìe expense and if judgment 'is entered
or damages are awarded agaìnst the City, the County, or both, the C'ity
shall satìsfy the same,'including alì chargeable costs and attorney's
fees.

The County shall jndemnify and hold harmless the Cjty and its officers,
agents, and empìoyees, or any of them, from and against any and al'l
claims, actions, suìts l'iabi'lìty, 'loss, costs, expenses, and damages of
any nature whatsoever, which are caused by or result from a negligent
act or omìssjon of the County, its officers, agents, and employees'in
perform'ing services pursuant to this agreement.

In the event that any suit based upon such a claìm, action, loss, or
damage is brought against the City or the City and the County, the
County shall defend the same at Íts sole cost and expense; and jf final
judgment be rendered agaìnst the C'ity and its officers, agents, and
empìoyees or joint'ly aga'inst the C'ity and the County and their respec-
tive officers, agents, and empìoyees the County sha'll satisfy the same.

The City sha'll indemnìfy and hold harmless the County and its offjcers,
agents, and employees, or any of them, from and aga'inst any and a1'l
claims, act'ions, su'its, liabììity,'loss, costs, expenses, and damages of

bil'ities from the County to the City on January 1, 1991.

any nature vlhatsoever, whìch are caused by or result from a negììgent
act or omjss'ion of the City, jts officers, agents, and employees.

In the event that any suit based upon such a claim, action, loss, or
damage is brought agaìnst the County or the City and the County, the
C'ity shall defend the same at ìts sole cost and expense; and 'if final
judgment be rendered against the County, and jts offjcers, agents, and
employees or jointly against the County and the City and their respec-
tive officers, agents, and employees the c'ity shall satisfy the same.

9. Non-discrimination. The County and the City certjfy that they are Equa'l
Opportunity Employers. The County has deveìoped and ìmpl emented Affi rmati ve
Action Programs in accordance wìth the guìdeììnes in Rev'ised Order 4 of the
United States Department of Labor. The Cjty will develop and ìmplement
Affirmative Action Programs wh'ich meet the applicable federal standards.

10. Audits and Inspections. The records and documents wìth respect to all
matters covered by thìs contract shal I be subject to 'inspectìon, rev'ievu or audìt
by the County or Cjty durìng the term of th'is contract and three (3) years after
termi nat'ion.

11. Amendments. The Agreement may be amended at any t'ime by mutual wrjtten
agreement of the parties.

l?. Ent'ire Agreement. The parties agree that thjs Agreement is the compìete
expression of the terms hereto and an oral representat'ions or understandings not
ìncorporated herein are excluded.

13. Contract Administratjon. The parties shall each appo'int representatives to
review contract performance and resolve probìems which cannot be dealt wìth by
the County's and Cìty's liaisons. Each party shall notjfy the other in writìng
of its desìgnated representatjves. The representatives from the County wi'lì
'include the Roads Djvisìon and the Office of Financjal Management. The contract
admìnjstrators w'ill meet at least quarterlJ, with ejther party authorized to
call additional meetìngs with ten days wrìtten notice to the other.

Any probì em wh'ich cannot be reso'lved by the parties' desi gnated representat'ives
shall be referred to the City Manager and the King County Director of the Public
l,Jorks Department f or settl ement.

Roadway Majntenance

Traveled t^laylRoadway Surface: Patching, crack pouring, prelevel, pavement
repìacement, grading, and dust control.

Shoulders: Restoration constructjon, paving, curb and gutter repair,
restoration, spraying, and extending pavement edge.

Draìnage: Installatjon of drainage pipe, curb, catch basins, culvert
headers/trash racks; hand ditching, drainage pipe repair, catch basjn, man-
hole cìeaning, blade djtching/shouìder puì 1 ing, drainage systems
cleaning, pipe marking drainage preparation, catch basjn repair, culvert
header/trash rack repìacement and repair, bucket ditching, catch basjn
repìacement, erosjon control, catch basjn/manhole cover replacement, silt
removal, Ditchmaster djtch cleanìng.

Structures: Installatjon of rock, gabjon and rip-rap walls, guardraììs,
fencing, medjan barrier walls; bridge tend'ing, rock wall repair or replace-
ment, guidepost jnstallatjon, guardrail repair, reta'ining walì repa'ir,
median barrjer repìacement, guardraiì post removal, fencìng repaìr, bridge
repaìr.

Traffic and Pedestrjan Fac'il jtjes: Concrete sidewalk jnstallatìon;
sidewalk/walkway repair, hazardous material cleanup, street sweeping, street
f1 ushi ng, snow and i ce control , traffi c control barri cades.

Roadside: Landscape restoration; slope/shoulder mowing, ìitter pickup, hand
brush'ing, danger tree remova'l , ìandscape maintenance, slide removaì,
ornamental tree maintenance, tree trimming, hand mowing, roadsjde and
spraying, tansy ragwort spraying, washout repair.

Buttons: Removal and replacement of buttons or rumble bars.

Stripp'ing: Pajnting linear road stripes on pavement, such as centerìines,
edge línes, radius and channe'lization, and removal of 'line, stripes or
symboìs from the pavement.

- Contjnuousìy update approximately 7 engineering section maps within the
city boundaries to reflect new roadways and plats.

- Complete the research and recommendatjons for any road vacations fjled prjor
to the date of incorporation.
