Strategy Unit.

Requires the Executive to provide a plan for how 
the Zero Youth Detention Initiative will address the 
school-to-prison pipeline and incorporate successful 
anti-gang youth programs, principles and strategies.

Increased support for:
•	 Community organizations providing behavioral 

health and chemical dependency services in 
rural and unincorporated King County.

•	 The Response Awareness, De-escalation and 
Referral (RADAR) program, which is an effort 
by police departments to reduce use-of-force 
incidents between police and individuals with 
behavioral health issues.
