To promote waste reduction and recycling practices, the Green Team made
lunchtime announcements, presented information in classrooms, and hung

posters in school hallways.

Students were trained as Waste Watchers to monitor recycling at lunchtime and
to remind students what items can be recycled.

To reduce paper use, teachers used PowerSchool to post assignments and

newsletters were emailed to parents.
