Equity and Social Justice The 2019-2020 
budget makes critical investments in policy areas that 
are focused upstream and where needs are greatest, 
on community partners, and on our employees, 
with transparent and accountable leadership. 
These investments uphold our values in realizing the  
vision of a racially just King County where all people 
have equitable opportunities to thrive.
