3. Support the optimal growth and development of children and youth

The County delivers a wide variety of regional services in support of these objectives. Many services
are direct medical and public health programs like Medic One, public health clinical services; and
public health protection, disease control, and health prevention programs. A variety of human
services relate to specific segments of the population or address particular needs, such as human
services for at-risk youth, victims of domestic violence, and sexual assault; veterans' services; job
training, job placement, and education services; and mental health and substance abuse treatment.
