PREVENTION EFFORTS

• The majority live in developing countries

Coordinate care with the TB program

FOR ACTIVE AND MULTI DRUG RESISTANT TB

• DOT (Directly Observed Therapy) 

• Supportive services (housing, food, social work, financial support, etc.)

The TB Control Program provides:

Involves a public health worker observing 
the patient swallowing medication

DOT can occur multiple times per week, or even daily
