It’s simple: Dog poop is pollution.
It spreads diseases to people and pets.

& Rain washes poop left on the
0 ground into ditches and drains and
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into our waterways.
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The poo-lluted water makes its way
downstream into creeks, rivers,
and eventually Puget Sound.

When high levels of fecal bacteria are
detected, shellfish beds are closed to
harvesting and waterways become
unsafe for swimming or fishing.
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Dog poop can contain E.coli, giardia,
y parvovirus, worms and other pathogens.
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It’s also simple: Scoop the poop,
bag it, and put it in the trash.

Veterinarians and

waste haulers agree:

the trash is the safest place
to dispose of pet waste.
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At home, scoop at least
weekly, ideally daily, and
especially before it rains.
