Orientation

Orientation Binders.  Sadikifu Akina-James, Program Manager, Veterans and Human Services Levy, described the contents of the informational binders provided to each new board member.  Some of the tabulated sections were intentionally left blank because the boards will need to complete work before documents are available.
Levy Service Improvement Plan.  Terry Mark, DCHS Deputy Director and Marty Lindley, Business Director used PowerPoint slides to provide an overview of the King County Veterans and Human Services Levy Service Improvement Plan.  Terry provided the historical context for the levy and Marty spoke about the revenue and expenditures of levy dollars.

Ten-Year Plan to End Homelessness.  Bill Block, Project Director, Committee to End Homeless in King County gave an overview of the Ten-Year Plan to End Homelessness in King County and described the interface between the Veterans and Human Services Levy and the Ten-Year Plan.  

Community Services Division.  Linda Peterson, Director, DCHS Community Services Division (CSD) informed the boards about the working relationship between CSD and the two levy boards.  She also spoke about the true costs of housing development, and the need for collaborative funding.  Linda previewed the draft Capital Dollars for Housing Procurement Plan that will be posted to the DCHS Web site for public review and comment on Feb. 8, 2007.  The Procurement Plan will be open for public comment through Friday, February 16, 2007.  A summary of the public comments will be e-mailed to board members before the February 22, 2007 meeting.
Board Surveys.  Sadikifu distributed board-specific surveys and asked that board members return them as soon as possible.  These surveys were designed to learn about board members’ particular interests and will be used to help boards organize themselves in their work.
Next Meeting.  The next meeting will be held on February 22, 2007, from 2–4 p.m. at the Region 4 Department of Children and Family Services offices on Capital Hill at 1700 E. Cherry Street in Seattle.  While this will once again be a joint meeting to hear feedback on the Capital Dollars for Housing Procurement Plan, it is anticipated that the boards will meet separately to discuss board-specific business, including the election of officers.  Board members were asked to review the “Proposed Operating Procedures” and to be prepared to discuss and vote to adopt this procedure or an alternative at the next meeting.
