CALL TO ORDER/INTRODUCTIONS:
The regular Board for the Children and Youth Advisory Committee convened at 6:35 p.m. on Tuesday, May 10, at the King County Elections Building. Sheila Capestany, called the meeting to order and led introductions. A quorum of the board was present and the meeting proceeded with business. 
DISCUSSION OF EQUITY STATEMENT: 
Shelia recently shared a draft of the Board’s equity statement with the County Executive’s Office.  She received a very positive response.

It was decided that Shelia would make the suggested edits to the revised statement so the group can take a final vote when time permits. Sheila stated if the group could not come to consensus it may need to go to smaller committee. 
BUSINESS: 
· Homelessness Prevention Plan:
The BSK Youth and Family Homelessness Prevention Initiative Implementation Plan passed out of Council with the caveat that Council have visibility and input to the RFP awards and also that they can amend this by ordinance.  
Shelia expressed thanks from Adrienne Quinn to the Board for all the work that went into preparing the Homelessness Prevention Plan.  The Board was reminded that representatives from organizations applying for funds cannot be on the RFP review panel. 
· Leveraging Out of School Time Partnerships:
Mary Jean Ryan requested feedback on an idea to provide out-of-school programs for students in high-poverty schools.   It was agreed that this is a possible area for a sub-committee/workgroup of the Board to take on and make recommendations at a later date.  
· BSK Implementation Plan:
Shelia thanked the Board for their input during the Board Work Session on April 25.  The Implementation Plan is being written and is due to Council on June 1, 2016.  The details are still in work.  Board members were encouraged to talk to councilmembers to support the implementation plan.  It was suggested that a meeting calendar be developed to show when Council meets and which Board members can attend.  
BOARD STRUCTURE AND NEXT STEPS: 
This group has to decide on a structure and how decisions will be made.  It was agreed to discuss and make these decisions after the Implementation Plan is complete.  As the plan moves forward, this Board will continue to provide advice and oversight.  
Questions and discussion arose as to the funding details of the proposed Implementation Plan.  Shelia responded that she would provide more detailed information at the May 24th meeting.
