Georgetown Wet Weather Station February Update

King County’s Wastewater Treatment Division (WTD) is building a new wet weather treatment station in
Georgetown, at the corner of Fourth Avenue South and South Michigan Street. WTD is also building a new
outfall structure under the First Avenue South Bridge and connecting pipes from the station to the outfall. Read
below for updates, recent highlights, and information about upcoming work.

Conveyance

Crews continue to work in the roadway on South Michigan Street. A portion of South Michigan Street is closed
to allow for the installation of conveyance pipes. The closure is 24/7, but active work will continue to occur on
weekdays from 8 a.m. — 5 p.m. until completed.

Crews are making progress with aboveground construction as they form,
place rebar and pour concrete for structures that will provide support for
the pipes. Crews are also constructing various buildings on-site. Concrete
wall pours in structures like the i
equalization basin, the mechanical
building, and the generator building
will continue in the coming weeks.
Outfall

Major construction within the river was completed
during the second week of February. Click here to see
how the in-water work concluded at the outfall site.

Over the next few weeks, crews will be focused on
landscape restoration at the site. This will first involve
planting vegetation and placing habitat features in the
shoreline areas that were disturbed during : :
construction. These plants will help stabilize the shoreline and improve W|IdI|fe habltat Plantlngs mclude
various species of native grasses, rushes and sedges to restore intertidal habitat.
