King County contractors are continuing construction on the Stuck River Trunk sewer pipe. Crews began
construction of the new pipeline April 2013. The new sewer pipe will provide sufficient capacity to meet
Auburn’s needs through 2050 and reduce the chance of sewer backups into homes and streets.
