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Take pride in reducing your own carbon footprint. 

Did you know…
· You can’t say “carbon” without saying “car.” And the average U.S. car emits 10,383 lbs of carbon dioxide a year. 1
· If you drive to work alone you’re burning about 340 gallons of gas.  At $3.50 per gallon that is $1,190.  Add just one person and you can both save nearly $600 in commute costs per year. 1 
· Between 2007 – 2016, employees at 955 CTR-affected worksites increased their non-drive-alone trip rate from 34.3 percent to 39.1 percent, representing a 4.8 percentage point increase from the original rate. They left about 22,400 cars home at work every day, and commuted by other means such as bus, vanpool, train, walking, biking or teleworking, resulting in less traffic congestion. 2
· Between 2007 – 2016, the average vehicle miles traveled per surveyed employee declined by 7.4 percent. The overall miles decreased by about 79 million miles annually. This results in a reduction of 3.7 million gallons of fuel, saving commuters almost $10 million in fuel expenditures. This translates into an annual greenhouse gas emission reduction of 33,500 metric tons, the equivalent of 180 rail cars of coal or the same amount of carbon sequestered annually by about 31,500 acres of forest: enough trees to cover almost 60% of Seattle. 2  

· While 2.3 billion gallons of gas are used sitting in gridlock, riding a bicycle has a carbon footprint of zero. Add that to the fact that 30 minutes of daily biking can increase your life by up to 4 years and your bike becomes one lean, mean, green machine. 3
· 710,000 pounds of petroleum and toxic chemicals flow into Puget Sound every year in the form of motor oil spill, drip, or runoff from pavement.  3

Compress your Workweek!

With Manager approval, employees may eliminate trips to work by working 40 hours in 4 days or other Flexible Schedules. Employees must have Human Resources and Manager approval. Compressed workweek may not be effective for all positions.

Telework

You may also eliminate a commute trip by working from home. Employees must have human resources and manager approval. Telework may not be effective for all positions.

Flexible Work Schedule

Enjoy the flexibility of ridesharing or taking the bus? With manager approval, you may be able to vary your schedule to meet carpool, vanpool and bus schedule needs.

Guaranteed Ride Home

If you do not drive to work, contact your employer to see if they offer a taxi or other ride home in the event of an emergency. Many employers do!
