Keeping Rainier Valley’s sewage and stormwater out 
of the Duwamish River is good for Rainier Valley’s 
people and environment. King County has been 
working with the community on the Rainier Valley Wet 
Weather storage project since 2013. This project will 
build a new sewer pipe and a new underground 
storage tank in North Rainier Valley.  

These new facilities will help more Rainier Valley 
sewage and stormwater get cleaned at the County 
treatment plant when County sewer pipes fill up 
during storms. Construction will run from 2016-2017.
